Upon a signed application and full payment of exhibit cost, the National Joint 
Apprenticeship and Training Committee, hereinafter referred to as “NJATC” 
contracts with the exhibiting organization, hereinafter referred to as “the 
exhibitor” for the right to use space a the 19th Annual National Training 
Institute, hereinafter referred to as “NTI”. 
1. SPACE RENTAL CHARGE.  8x10 = $940, 8x20 = $1240, 8x30 = $1540, 
8x40 = $1840, 8x50 = $2140, 10x16 = $1340 (premium end booth).  All 
measurements are approximates and the NJATC reserves the right make 
modifications as deemed necessary, making equitable adjustments with any 
exhibitor thereby affected. 
2. PAYMENT.  A deposit of 50% of the total exhibit cost charge must 
accompany applications submitted prior to May 1, 2008.

3. CANCELLATION OF CONTRACT.  All cancellations or space changes 
must be made in writing.  Any company canceling their contracted exhibit 
space after July 1, 2008, will forfeit their 50% deposit.  NJATC reserves the 
right to terminate this contract immediately and to withhold from the exhibitor 
possession of the exhibit space and exhibitor shall forfeit all exhibit cost paid 
if (a) the exhibitor fails to pay all exhibit cost by July 1, 2008, or (b) the 
exhibitor fails to perform any material terms or conditions of the contract or 
refuses to abide by these Rules and Regulations. 
4. ELIGIBLE EXHIBITS.  NJATC reserves the right to determine eligibility of 
any company or product to participate in NTI.  NJATC can refuse rental of 
exhibit space to any company whose display of goods or services is not in 
the opinion of NJATC, compatible with the educational character and 
objectives of NTI. 
5. ALLOCATION OF SPACE AND ASSIGNMENT.  Whenever possible, 
NJATC intends to make space assignments in keeping with the exhibitor’s 
location preferences.  NJATC however, reserves the right to make the final 
determination of all space assignment in the best interest of NTI. 
6. SUBLETTING OF EXHIBIT SPACE.  Exhibitors may not assign, sublet or 
share their exhibit space with another business or firm unless approval has 
been obtained in writing from NJATC.  Exhibitors must show goods 
manufactured or dealt in by them in the regular course of business.  Should 
an article of a non-exhibiting firm be required for operation or demonstration 
in an exhibitor’s display, identification of such article shall be limited to the 
usual and regular nameplates, imprint or trademark under which same is 
sold in the general course of business. 
7. LIABILITY.  Neither NJATC, its members, nor the representatives and 
employees thereof, will be responsible for injury, loss or damage that may 
occur to the exhibitor or to the exhibitor’s employees or property from any 
cause whatsoever, prior, during or subsequent to the period covered by the 
exhibitor’s contract.  It is agreed by the parties that the nature of the facilities 
available, the presence and circulation of large numbers of people, the 
difficulty of effective supervision over the protection of large numbers of 
removable articles in numerous booths, and various other factors make it 
reasonable that each exhibitor shall assume their own risk of any injury, loss 
or damage, and the exhibitor, by signing this contract, hereby assumes such 
risk and expressly releases the organizations and individuals referred to 
above from any and all claims for any such loss, damage or injury.  
Protection against unauthorized removal of property from the booth occupied 
by the exhibitor shall be the exhibitor’s responsibility. 
8. EXHIBITOR INSURANCE.  The exhibitor shall, at its sole cost and 
expense, procure and maintain through the term of this contract, 
comprehensive general liability insurance against claims for bodily injury or 
death and property damage occurring in or upon or resulting from the 
premises leased.  Such insurance shall includes contractual liability and 
product liability coverage, and the following minimums are required:  
$100,000 workmen’s compensation and employer’s liability; and general 
liability of $500,000 bodily injury and $100,000 property damage, or 
$500,000 combined single limits of both bodily injury and property damage.  

Such insurance shall name NJATC as an additional insured.  Workers 
Compensation and Occupational Disease insurance shall be in full 
compliance with all federal and state laws, covering all of the exhibitor’s 
employees engaged in the performance of any work for the exhibitor.  All 
property of the exhibitor’s is understood to remain under its custody and 
control in transit to and from the confines of the hall. 
9. DISABILITY PROVISIONS.  The exhibitor shall have sole responsibility 
for ensuring that their exhibit is in full compliance with the American with 
Disabilities Act and any regulations implemented by that Act. 
10. DAMAGE TO PROPERTY.  The exhibitor is liable for any damage 
caused to building floors, walls or columns, or to standard booth equipment, 
or to another exhibitor’s property.  The exhibitor may not apply paint, lacquer, 
adhesives, stickers or other coating to building columns and floors or to 
standard booth equipment.  
11. LABOR.  Exhibitors are required to observe all contracts in effect 
between service contractors, Knoxville Civic Coliseum, and labor 
organizations. 
12. INSTALLATION.  Exhibit installation in the Knoxville Civic Coliseum 
depends on the location of your exhibitor space.  Installation of exhibits 
begins at 9:00 am on Friday, August 1, 2008.  Exhibit displays must be fully 
set up by 9:30 am on Saturday, August 2, 2008.  After that time, any 
unattended booths will be set up at the discretion of NJATC, and all 
expenses will be charged to the exhibitor.  In the best interest of the NTI, 
NJATC reserves the right to reassign any un-set exhibit space after 9:30 am 
on Saturday, August 2, 2008. 
13. DELIVERIES AND REMOVAL DURING SHOW.  Under no 
circumstances will the delivery or removal of any portion of an exhibit be 
permitted during show hours without written permission from NJATC.  All 
arrangements for deliveries and supplies, during non-show hours, or 
supplies, such as flexible materials, cartons and products to be packaged 
must be made with NJATC. 
14. CONFLICTING EVENTS DURING SHOW HOURS.  The exhibitor 
agrees not to extend invitations, call meetings, hold hospitality events or 
otherwise encourage the absence of industry professionals from the exhibit 
hall and meeting rooms during the hours of all NTI activities. 
15. DISMANTLING.  Exhibitor’s displays must not be dismantled or packed 
in preparation for removal prior to the official closing time of 12:00 pm on 
Sunday, August 3, 2008.  Every exhibit must be fully staffed and operational 
during the entire show.  The dismantling of displays will begin at 12:01 pm, 
Sunday, August 3, 2008.  All exhibits must be packed and ready for 
removal/storage by 5:00 pm, Sunday, August 3, 2008.  At this time, all exhibit 
displays or materials left in the booths without instructions will be packed and 
shipped at the discretion of NJATC, and all charges will be applied to the 
exhibitor. 
16. BADGES.  Official show badges shall be visibly displayed by all exhibitor 
representatives at all times in the exhibit area.  Badges are not transferable 
and those worn by other than the person to whom issued will be confiscated.  
Business cards are not be used in badge holders.

The present day Neyland Stadium, Shields-Watkins Field, had its beginning in 1919. Col. W.S. Shields, president of Knoxville's City 
National Bank and a UT trustee, provided the initial capital to prepare and equip an athletic field. Thus, when the field was 
completed in March 1921, it was called Shields-Watkins Field in honor of the donor and his wife, Alice Watkins-Shields.  The 
stadium, apart from the field it grew to enclose, came to bear its own distinguished name - Neyland Stadium. It was named for the 
man most responsible for the growth and development of Tennessee's proud football tradition. General Robert R. Neyland served 
as head coach from 1926-1952, with two interruptions for military service.  After retiring from the coaching ranks, Neyland was 
athletics director until his death in 1962. He was the guiding force behind several additions to the stadium's capacity and is the man 
most responsible for the winning tradition that Volunteer fans have come to expect through the years.  The latest addition to the 
facility is the East Side Club level seating completed in 2006, bringing capacity to 102,037.
